called The Dolphin described on
the cover as “T’he News Maga-
zine of Europe’s Largest Block
of Flats.”

“Dolphin  Square furnished
flats are not empty shells of
rooms, but are cozy homes, com-
plete down to the last detail,
ready for the new occupants.
