cies are proof that our ladies are ready and willing
to do their part and all signs point to a busy, suc-
cessful local organization.

The first general meeting was held on the eve-
ning of July 14th in the Penthouse Club. Official
representatives from the national organization
were on hand to explain the purposes of A.W.V.S.
and registration for the various classes was
started. Women who addressed the meeting in-
cluded Mrs. Frances McFarland, executive di-
rector for Region A, Miss Alice Ruth Miller, ad-
ministrative assistant, and Miss Mary L. Stough-
ton, director of the Speaker’s Bureau.

These speakers explained how the various
courses will operate under the supervision of na-
tional headquarters, which is located at 7 East
Fifty-first Street, New York City. Members will
be trained free of charge in the courses of their
choice, which include Air Raid Precautions, First
Aid, Motor Transport, Photography, Map Read-
ing, Communications, Nutrition and Diet and oth-
er necessary activities for emergency and prepar-
edness. A class in Spanish is also being planned in
connection with the program. Many of the classes
will be held on Terrace premises and will start

as soon as quotas are filled. In general, twenty
or twenty-five members are necessary to start a
course operating.

In order to facilitate enrollment and explain the
aims of A.W.V.S. a group of Terrace “reception-
ists” is to be selected during the next few weeks.
These receptionists will be on duty in the Pent-
house Club and in Building lobbies to answer ques-
tions and receive enrollments. A meeting for the
benefit of the prospective receptionists was held
on July 24th. Mrs. Charles J. Little, chairman
of the Receptionist Committee from A.W.V.S.
headquarters, addressed the gathering.

Also to be selected soon are a general chairman
and chairmen in charge of registrations, classes,
publicity and other key positions necessary for
the development of the Terrace Unit. Residents
will be chosen for these posts as soon as they have
enrolled and expressed their willingness.

As a part in the campaign to enroll members, a
Mobile Kitchen was displayed on Ninth Avenue
between Twenty-third and Twenty-fourth Streets
on Monday, July 28th, with A\W.V.S. representa-
tives present to answer inquiries.

Types of training offered are so varied that
every woman is sure to find something that suits
her particular interests and capabilities.

Now at the Terrace, two residents

discuss their years in the Orient

to extract a little information concerning the Jap-
anese people and the country which had been their
home for so long a time.

Miss Russell received us at her desk in the of-
fices of the Methodist Federation of Social Service.
Her eye trouble has been cleared up and she went
to work recently for the Methodist Committee for
Overseas Relief. Twenty-five years ago she left
her native Massachusetts for a year of travel and
wound up in Tokyo with a position with an Ameri-
can commercial firm. She stayed with the com-
pany ten vears and then took a job at the Ameri-
can Embassy which she held for the next fourteen
years. She enjoved her work and the country and
although she made occasional trips back to the
States, never seriously considered returning here
permanently.

The Japanese people, she found, like most peo-
ple, are human beings, pleasant to do business
with and to know socially. Most educated Japa-
nese speak a readily understandable English, so
that it isn’t necessary for a foreigner to know a
oreat deal of the native language to get along. The
Japanese language is complicated by the fact that
there are three different sets of speech—one for
formal usage, one that is utilized between men

asked by a new and very in-
terested Bridge player: “When
you have a hand holding three
biddable four card suits—that
would be a 4-4-4-1 distribution,
which suit do you bid first?” The
answer is — bid the suit under-
neath the singleton. For exam-
ple, if you have 4 spades 1 heart,
4 diamonds and 4 clubs, you bid
the diamond. If you had a sin-
gleton spade you would bid the
heart, etc. ‘Then she asked:
“What if you have a singleton
club, there is no lower suit, so
what do you bid?” The answer
is you bid the spade, as you will

The opening lead was the club
jack. Now Mr. H. studied the
hand and saw a chance for a Vi-
enna Coupe. The correct bidding
of two four card suits that touch

in rank is to bid the higher suit
—such as 4 spades, 4 hearts, 3
diamonds and 2 clubs, the bid is
one spade, the higher ranking
suit. If the suits do not touch in
rank, bid the lower ranking suit
first. So the opening bid in the
hand illustrated is one diamond.
Then the bidding might continue
thus:

and continue from there.

The south hand must jump to
3 hearts, being too strong to just
rebid.

However, there is an exception
to bidding the lower ranking suit
when they do not touch. If Mr.
H. had support in the hearts, his
spade bid would have been cor-
rect. Here is the rule for that
when you hold 4 spades and 4
diamonds. If you have better
support for hearts, bid the spades
but if holding better support for
clubs, bid the diamond. As you
will see by the hand, North had
better support for clubs. The
inference Mr. H’s partner gets
from the bidding is that Mr. H.
has a 4 card spade and a fit in
hearts or else a 5 card spade
and 5 diamonds. Now when East
doubles, he shows South that the
spade bid from North must have
been a 4 card suit. However,
Mr. H. made the contract by
playing the hand the only way it
can possibly be made in using the
Vienna Coupe. He reasoned
from the double by East that he
had the two kings, hence it was
useless to try a finesse. (Watch
for explanation of the Vienna
Coupe next month.)

and another between the women.

The antagonism between this
country and Japan caused by the
latter’s Chinese aggression and
other policies did not extend into
personal relations between nation-
alities, according to Miss Rus-
sell. Her Japanese friends re-
mained friendly and if their offi-
cial acts sometimes belied this
friendship it was mutually under-
stood that they were acting as in-
struments of a national policy
which was a thing apart from
their personal feelings.

Her standard of living was
comparatively luxurious.  She

18

shared a house in the Embassy
compound with two other Ameri-
can women, had plenty of ser-
vants, enjoyed good food and
traveled frequently to various
parts of Japan and to China. The
climate is similar to that of New
York City, with frequent spells
of humidity in the summer and
about the same amount of cold in
winter.

She has had time now to accli-
mate herself to New York, al-
though she confesses that the
break after twenty-five years was
not an easy one to master. She
was drawn to London Terrace
because the system of a commu-
nity with intra-mural activities,
shops and services was very sim-
ilar to the compound she had been
used to in Tokyo. She doesn’t
like to feel that she is never go-
ing back to Japan, but with con-
ditions as they are, the future,
naturally, is somewhat beyond her
own choosing. In the meantime,
she has new work and a new life
to enjoy and is making the most
of them.

We called on Mrs. St. John in
her apartment in the 445 Building
and it was like stepping from one
country to another as we entered.
There were Japanese screens,
prints, vases, bric-a-brac and fur-
niture. Our hostess proved to be
a quiet, gentle-appearing person
who seemed considerably affected
over her sudden uprooting from
twenty-two years of service in the
interests of Japanese health. She
first went to the Orient in 1918,
sent by the Mission of the Epis-
copal Church in America, and be-
came the first Dean of the College
of Nursing in St. Luke’s Inter-
national Medical Center in To-
kyo. Her place has been taken
now by one of her former Japa-
nese students.

“If only,” she said, “the board
of education had given us enough
time to prepare for the change
properly it would have been a
more efficient plan and I should
not have felt so badly about it.
My chief concern is that the
standard of education for nurses
which has been instituted will suf-
fer.”

standards were low
when she started in at the hospi-
tal. Nursing was considered an

Those

inferior, menial occupation and
did not attract a very high type
of girl. To counteract this, one
of the first things she did was to
adopt a ruling that only high
school graduates would be admit-
ted as student nurses. This auto-
matically brought in a better class
of girl and raised the status of
the nursing profession.

Japanese doctors, she said, as a
whole are highly competent and
intensely eager to broaden their
knowledge and research. In fact,
one of the first pressing problems
of the staff was to persuade them
that the hospital was being run
primarily for the benefit of the
patients, not the doctors.

She learned more about the in-
ternational situation after she re-
turned to the States than while
she was in Japan. News is heav-
ily censored and the majority of
the Japanese people are ignorant
of where the present government
is taking them. With the “war
party”’ in the saddle, no one in
Japan, no matter what their con-
victions, can do much to stem the
tide of government policy. She
hopes there will be a change, be-
cause she is genuinely fond of the
Japanese people, but she can’t
hazard a guess as to how or when
it can come about.

Mrs. St. John, like Miss Rus-
sell, enjoys the community at-
mosphere of the Terrace. She
attended the Jamboree and was
one of the lucky prize winners, an
occurrence which helped to make
her feel very much at home.
That’s quite an accomplishment,
after twenty-three years in totally
different
