Again the amount
of sugar used is a matter of choice
as is the other ingredient.

NSCONCED against appropri-

ate backgrounds in many Lon-
don Terrace apartments are to be
found evidences that the cult of
Lares and Penates is still culti-
vated with zestful affection. The
Terrace, combining as it does the
most modern conveniences with
an atmosphere of the gracious
past, attracts residents who, while
keen for the enjoyments of up-to-
date living, like to retain certain
sentimental or aesthetic links with
their picturesque forbears.

Out of last-century parlors,
kitchens and bedrooms have been
transplanted articles which would
make a collector’s heart thump
with envy. Bits of great-grand-
mother’s china or great-
great-aunt Rebecca’s spinning
wheel, a frontier ancestor’s mus-
ket, the old clock that has beat
out the time for generation after
generation, a fretted mahogany
and gilt mirror from old Nan-
tucket with its complementary
candle stand; chairs, bedsteads,
quilts, bookcases of early Ameri-
can origin; all these typify the
sort of thing Terrace apartments
have gathered to themselves. The
owners keep them, not for their
monetary value, which is consid-
erable, but because they like to
have them around. They fit a
surrounding, create a mood, sus-
tain a memory.

In the Furniture Refinish-
ing Shop at the present time
there is evidence that some
of these treasures, sturdily
built and scientifically designed
as they are, cannot bear up in-
definitely against the buffetings
of time. In process of restora-
tion in the Shop is a Hitchcock
chair. The ravages of long usage
are being obliterated under the
deft hands of the craftsmen there,

glass,
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so that the chair is emerging as
an exact replica of the original
model as it came from the Hitch-
cock factory.

In order to demonstrate what is
being accomplished, the chair is
on exhibition with exactly half of
it refinished and the other half
left as it was when it came in the
Shop. The refinishers pride them-
selves that even Mr. Hitchcock
himself would not hesitate to place
his prized label on the made-over
chair.

They are backed up by the men
in the Carpenter and Upholstery
Shops, who do their parts in the
restoration processes with equal
skill. All these workers regard a
piece of furniture to be restored

or repaired as a challenge to their
ingenuity, sympathy and crafts-
manship. The result is that resi-
dents may leave heirlooms in their
hands with full confidence that the
job to be done, whether simple or
complicated, will receive careful,
expert treatment.

The Hitchcock line of chairs
came into being under the guid-
ing genius of Lambert Hitchcock,
who founded a town and a work-
shop at the same time; the year
1821. The name of the town
was Hitchcockville, Connecticut,
changed 45 years later to River-
ton. The Hitchcock chair utilized
various features of a number of
provincial types of painted furni-
ture which came into vogue during
the latter part of the eighteenth
century, added touches of its own,
and came to be regarded as the
outstanding example of its class.
All these lines drew some inspira-
tion from Sheraton and Adam but
the Americans adapted and revi-
talized their ideas to fit the tastes
to which they catered.

For Hitchcock construction, the
forests of Connecticut were found

to abound in enduring materials:
birch and maple being the most
popular. The decoration was con-
ventionalized. The most favored
was a motif of a basket of plums,
drooping leaves and flowers ap-
plied in dull colors over a stencil
with the highlights picked out in
gold. For this latter operation,
the feminine touch was employed.
Women decorators worked care-

fully; delicately applying with
their fingers the dry gold or bronze
powder.

Hitchcock at first sent his chairs
to Charleston, South Carolina, to
be assembled, but in 1826 erected
his own factory. From then un-
til 1829 the best examples of his
work were turned out. In 1829
he assigned his assembling to Arba
Alford and in 1843 the whole busi-
ness passed into the hands of Al-
ford and Josiah Sage.

Ten years later the manufac-
ture of chairs was discontinued.
During this last phase many types
were introduced which, while
stemming from the Hitchcock in-
marked variations

fluence, show

in detail. The period also par-
tially accounts for the scarcity of
“signed” Hitchcock styles, because
under Alford and Company no la-
bels were used.

The subject of antiques to be
found in the apartments of Lon-
don Terrace has led to the crea-
tion of the post of an Inquisitive
Collector. Any news of rare or
historical pieces or collections pos-
sessed by residents, or for that
matter, any general information
concerning antiques which you
think might be of interest to oth-
er readers, the Inquisitive Col-
lector will be glad to receive and
pass on to the editors.

We feel that an exchange of
this sort should be of real interest.
However, as usual with such pro-
posals, it is up to the residents at
large.

A phone call or visit to the edi-
tor or to the Penthouse Club will
put you in touch with the In-
quisitive Collector, who is a col-
lector of facts only and will not
attempt to pry your prizes away
from you with buckets of gold.

“Sawdust Caesar,” concerning
the career of one Benito Musso-
lini, is authored by George Seldes,
who thinks the principal character
of the book is very kindly treated
by the title. According to Seldes,
there are much more ruthless, vi-
cious sides to Il Duce than the
character of a sawdust man would
imply. He writes in brisk, fac-
tual style, letting the sweep and
clash of events and personalities
carry his story. Admirers of Be-
nito no doubt will denounce
Seldes’ viewpoint, but they can-
not deny that his book is a fasci-
nating if controversial insight in-
to a timely subject.

Two popular veterans of the
typewriters are in there balting
them out this month; Booth Tar-
kington and P. G. Wodehouse.
Tarkington, who has a smooth tal-
ent for keeping his stuff in the
garb of the times, is responsible
for “The Lorenzo Bunch.” It is
typical of the author that the elm-
shaded houses of his former works
have now given way to a mod-
ern apartment house. The charac-
ters, also, have taken on current
characteristics, but retain the es-
sentially human Tarkington touch.
“The Luck of the Bodkins” is
Wodehouse’s new one and that
statement of fact is enough for
the Englishman’s myriad fans.

The popular blood-curdlers this
month are “The Corpse in the
Crimson Slippers,” by R. A. J.
Walling, and “Floating Peril,” ris-
ing from the inexhaustible ardor
of E. Phillips Oppenheim. Either
one is a guaranteed preventive of
feet-sleeping.

The Book Store did a nice
business in Valentines this year.
There is plenty of call still for the
good old lace-bedecked messen-
gers of devotion.
