Another feature of the Spence
system is that the fee is based on
accomplishment, not on the num-
ber of lessons. Your objective,
whether it be negotiating unaided
the length of the Pool or learn-
ing the crawl, is what counts,

no matter how long it takes you
to achieve it. In other words,
Spence is willing to gamble his
time against his ability to teach
you your stuff. Arrangements
may be made for either individ-
ual or group instruction—each
group to consist of not less than
four nor more than six persons.

Spence, as a matter of fact, is
abroil with ideas. He hopes to
preserve the Spence Swimming
Clubs intact to carry on at the
Terrace Pocl and plans are under
foot—or water—to accommodate
new among interested
residents.

EPORTS for 1936 are in
from the Carpenter, Refinish-
ing and Repair Shops and they
look pretty imposing. The boys
who look after our furniture and
apartment iepair and construc-
tion seem to have been as versa-
tile as they were busy. The Re-
pair Shop did everything from
repairing a razor strop to putting
a new rope on a clothes dryer.
Lamp repair was the big item on
this list, with 228 of them taken
care of. There were seven coffee
percolators fixed up, 45 beds and
two couches. Somebody had their
gas stove taken out and somebody
else had an iron fence removed.
The Carpenter Shop piled up
a total of 2880 orders over the
year, ranging from the building
of a toy house to installing a
pencil sharpener. The Shop built
two bars, repaired three tea
wagons, three bars and one lemon
squeezer. It put up two Christ-
mas trees and one soap dispenser.
Curtain rods led the list—418
being made, with shelves put up
and chair repairs running second
and third—242 and 232 respect-
ively. Love seats underwent hard
usage, three of them calling for
rehabilitation.

The Refinishing Shop went to
work on 66 bookcases, 59 miscel-
laneous pieces of furniture and
53 tables. Among other items
it presented the following with
shining faces; one bird cage, one
utensil holder, one clock, two
shoe racks, one moulding, three
pails (use unlisted), one pole
(ditto), twelve kitchen floors and
three scales.

All of which indicates that the
maintenance departments are
being utilized extensively by resi-
dents for all kinds of repair and
construction work. No problem
is too unique for the boys down-
stairs to solve; no job too big,
too small or too
them to handle. And here is a
tip they pass on. It will save you
time, expense and inconvenience
if your furniture and knick-
knacks are looked over regularly;

eccentric for
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small breaks repaired before they
become large ones. Living with
our furniture constantly as we do,
we are apt to become so accus-
tomed to it that we overlook the
fact that it is taking on dinginess
and creakings.

I wrote at
length not so long ago about the
advantages of broadloom carpet-
ing all over the floor, both from
a decorative standpoint and from
the “deadening of noise” angle.
No matter how careful you are
about walking around in the wee
small hours of the night (this is
not for people who don’t want
to be careful—they’re hopeless!)

your radio late at night, it can
be heard in any modern fire-proof

Decorators say
food receptacles do not belong in
the Living Room but I personally
fell heir to some lovely gold-
banded glassware that I consider
quite decorative and as I am a
bit shy on cupboard room I use
my secretary shelves and I like
the looks of it. The silver paper
was pasted on the back wall of
the shelves and gave the effect of
a mirror, giving depth to the piece
of furniture and showing off the
contents to ndv:mt:lgc.

“Take a good-sized hare, or
garden variety rabbit although
the latter is not of such fine fla-
vor, pickle (after cleaning well,
of course) in Burgundy for three
or four or more days. The more
the merrier. Place one or two
good-sized onions sliced fine in
a pot and saute with much but-
ter.  When browned but not
burned, place the meat which you
have dried (but do not wash)
over this, cover well and allow

pose add some of the pickling
wine and some water to cover,
salt and pepper and allow to sim-
mer (after coming to a boil) for
hours. It should almost fall
apart. A bay leaf and some few
pickling spices (whole ones) may
be added and it helps while cook-
ing. Of course the sauce should
be judiciously thickened and the
whole served with potato pan-
cakes (if your stomach will digest
them—mine won’t) or mashed
potatoes and, of course

BAVARIAN RED CABBAGE

Place some bacon or salt pork
in a pot, add a sliced large green
apple, one or two large onions
sliced fine and allow to saute.
The bacon or pork of course has
been cut up. While this is going
on in a covered pot, slice or rather
shred a red cabbage of the size
of your appetite and then add to
the bacon etc. Add some water,
then about a cup of red wine
vinegar, five or six whole cloves
and about a cup of sugar. Salt
is a necessity. Bring to a boil
and simmer for the time neces-
sary to cook until tender. Red
cabbage takes longer than green.
There should not be more water
than enough to keep from burn-
probably about two cups,
for the cabbage cooks down, the
cloves, vinegar, etc., add flavor,
the sugar sweetens and the whole
thing is fit for a king and tastes
a little sour, then a little sweet.
But it’s a cold day dish.”

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AMBASSADOR OF HEALTH

From Sally Lucas Jean children of

all nations get a new impetus along

roads to stronger bodies and minds

ROM her apartment high in
the 470 Building Miss Sally
Lucas Jean sees much more than
the Hudson and the Jersey shore
line. Her interests are world-
wide and have to do with the
health of children from Tokyo to
Connecticut. It is comforting in
these days of the menacing growth
of certain types of nationalism to
talk to a woman whose life is de-
voted to the successful promotion
of international cooperation in the
matter of child health. Miss
Jean is the Executive Secretary
of the Health Section of the
World Federation of Education
Associations. That is an impos-
ing title which goes with an im-
posing job. Miss Jean wishes it
could be simplified somewhat, but
hasn’t yet found the way to do it.
To go with this imposing job
and title one finds an alert, enthu-
siastic lady who speaks in defi-
nite, easy-flowing language of the
history of her organization, its
aims and accomplishments. She
is a native of Baltimore, a teacher
and nurse by profession. In talk-
ing with her one quickly senses
the broadness of viewpoint and
executive ability which raised her
from the ranks and put her in the
forefront of one of the most pro-
gressive social movements of our
day.

Early in her public health nurs-
ing career Miss Jean started
specializing in health studies and
practice. Like all real progres-
sives she realized that simplicity
and truth were needed to sup-
plant complicated theory and hide-
bound tradition. Children were
being treated to formal studies
in “physiology” which they were
unable to translate into terms of
their own personal health. They
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were taught — usually under
threat of dire results to them-
selves—the number of bones in
their bodies, the number of teeth
in their heads, the circulatory
system and its complications, but
little attention was given to the
importance of proper food,
enough rest, sleep and exercise to
make those bones and teeth and
keep rich blood flowing through
their bodies.

Miss Jean, together with other
far-sighted educators, began to
work along simple psychological
lines. Her theory—it is still the
same after almost twenty years—
was to operate on the cause and
effect pattern of thought.

This was done by appealing to
the basic desires of children—the
wish to play games well, to be
strong and active, to have a good
complexion, to excel in studies.
The direct connection between
the observance of hygienic rules
and the accomplishment of these
desires was explained simply and
carefully. The system worked.
Soon it was taken up nationally
by the establishment of The Child
Health Organization of America
through the efforts of Miss Jean
and the New York Academy of
Medicine.

The enormously increased per-
centage of good health among the
school children of this country
has proved that Miss Jean and
her associates were right. What
was good for this country should
be good for the rest of the world,
and the next thing that came
along was the World Federation
of Education Associations. The
Federation set up a Health Sec-
tion devoted, in Miss Jean’s
words, to “promoting the health
of children through the schools

of the world.”

Through Miss Jean’s New
York office there clears a wealth
of information from all corners
of the earth. A group of scien-
tists at Johns Hopkins, for in-
stance, may have been experi-
menting with a cure for a disease
prevalent among school children
in India. Their findings and con-
clusicns are relayed to physicians
in the Orient to be compared with
their own progress with the same
disease.  Similarly, clinics in
Chile or China forward data to
interested health educators in this
country. Miss Jean travels a
great deal—thinks nothing of
packing up on short notice to
take a swing around the Pacific—
and is planning to attend a meet-
ing in Tokyo next summer. She
is as well known and liked in the
schools and public health depart-
ments of Shanghai or Brussels
as she is in those of Seattle or
Boston.

The Federation holds a world
meeting every two years at which
health and educational represen-
tatives of all races and nationali-
ties come together for mutual dis-
cussions, reports and future plan-
ning. These meetings are Miss
Jean’s great pride. She believes
that such conferences furnish a
basis for united peoples of the
world instead of antagonistic
