TWO-NIGHT JAMBOREE TOPS RECORD

Double feature event clicks nicely,

providing plenty of fun and money

HE Fourth Annual Chelsea Jamboree did
it again.

For the third successive year the Garden
event topped its own financial record of the
preceding season, this time adding more than
$3700.00 to the credit balance sheets of Chelsea
Charities, tenant organization sponsoring the
affair. The amount was approximately $400.00
better than last year, which means that at least
200 neighborhood children will be taken from
crowded city streets to get two weeks of health-
giving vacations in the country. The exact
number will be determined when Treasurer
Pohle’s detailed financial statement is released.

A good portion of the success of the 1940
undertaking may be attributed to the decision
to spread the festivities over two nights—June
12 and 13—instead of the customary single
evening. This allowed for less crowding at
the booths and game rings and gave everyone
a chance to participate more comfortably and
at more leisure. But if this plan increased the
receipts and the fun, it also entailed a greater
burden of responsibility and labor for the hun-
dreds of Terrace residents and employees who
unselfishly devoted many hours of talent and
effort in order that the Jamboree could hang
up another record of charitable achievement.
These people were doubly gratified when 3000
residents and their friends rallied round to
spend and give in generous fashion to back up
their efforts—proof of what can be accom-
plished through complete cooperation for a wor-
thy cause.

In key with the patriotic spirit of the times,
an added event this year was the impressive
ceremony of raising the American flag high be-
tween the 465 and 470 Buildings. With a spot-
light trained from ithe top of the 470 Building
upon the banner and a uniformed member of
the United States marines playing “To the
Colors” in an excellent bugle rendition, all those
in the gaily decorated Garden stood at atten-
tion facing westward. On the first evening
Emile Petti and his orchestra followed the
bugler with “The Star Spangled Banner,” the
assembled guests joining in vocally. On the sec-
ond evening, Ramona, another of our volun-
teer professional entertainers, played the na-
tional anthem on the piano to lead the singing.
This impressive ceremony over, the wheels
