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MARINE DECK IS POPULAR

S. S. London Terrace sets forth on
another one of her annual voyages

Terrace Marine

Deck, regarded by many as the
coolest spot outside of the ice
house at Little America, is now
. wide open and heavily patronized.

One of the most popular of the
features of London Terrace, it is
operated under a few regulations
> which are designed to assure the
maximum peace and comfort for
everybody. It is hoped that, as
in past years, residents and guests

. will cooperate in the observance

of these rules.

Probably the greatest difficulty
is differentiating between proper
and improper dress for sun-bath-
While sun-bathing is not
permitted past noon, the morning
at times provides a problem. On
apartment roofs in New
York, sun-bathing is no longer al-
lowed, simply because no proper
could be worked
out between tenant and landlord.
No such action is desired at Lon-
don Terrace.

The Management prefers to
hold the regulations covering the
Marine Roof to a minimum, and
suggestions from residents are, of
course, welcome. For the benefit
of those new tenants unfamiliar
with the Marine Roof rules and
those older residents who wish to
be reminded, we give them in part
herewith:

THE MARINE DECK

The Marine Deck is open daily
to adult residents and guests ac-
companying them from 9:00 A.M.
until 11:00 P.M. for quiet rest
and relaxation. Children under
sixteen years of age are not per-
mitted on the deck at any time,
even when accompanied by adults.
Non-residents are not permitted
the use of the deck, unless accom-
panied by residents; and all resi-
dent visitors must be prepared to
show their identification cards
upon request of the Club Manager
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or his assistants. Since the num-
ber of chairs on the deck is limited
by the space available, residents
are requested not to use them
regularly for non-resident guests.
Visitors may not reserve or other-
wise hold chairs for later arrivals
or temporary absentees.

Sun bathing in bathing suits is
permitted for residents from 9:00
A.M. until noon each day and at
no other time. Sun bathers must
use the deck itself. Dressing
gowns or robes must be'worn to
and from apartments. After 12
o’clock noon, ordinary dress is re-

HE Management has recently

placed in the Penthouse Club
a forty-gallon aquarium, in which
are quartered a variety of rare
and interesting fish. The exhibit
has been arranged and placed in
London Terrace through the cour-
tesy of the Aquarium Stock Co.
of 66 West Broadway.

The fish, many of which will be
readily recognized by several Lon-
don Terrace residents who are fish
fanciers themselves, include a pair
of rose tetras, pearl danios, red
platies, gold platies, blue platies,
black mollies, rasboras, brass te-
tras and hatchet fish.

In addition to these there are
four zebra fish, six guppies, six
catfish, four red helleries, four
head and tail lights, a pair of
scalare or angel fish, and a pair
of dwarf gouramie. Such addi-
tions to this family as many occur
from time to time are not the
immediate concern of the Man-
agement, but the “News” will re-
port all activities of piscatorial
interest.

The aquarium is furnished with
the most modern equipment for
fish comfort, including an aeriator,
which provides a steady circula-
[tion of water, a heater which

regulates the temperature of the
water, and other devices too com-
plicated for your correspondent
to understand. Plants have been
placed in the aquarium; as most
readers are aware, the plants ab-
sorb the carbon dioxide given off
by the fish and in turn provide
fresh oxygen, which makes it un-
necessary for the water to be
changed except at the rarest in-
tervals. The sediment which is
formed by the fish in the bottom
of the tank furnishes a fertile
soil in which the plants thrive.
This you-scratch-my-back-and-I'll-
scratch-yours arrangement is re-
garded as all in the day’s work to
fish fanciers, but it provokes an
approving gasp from others.

The display, which has been
placed in the foyer, will be there
indefinitely, and residents are
cordially invited to inspect it. Mr.
Walter Cameron of the Renting
Office, rated by fish fanciers as a
piscatorial semi-pro of skill and
accomplishments, has kindly con-
sented to answer all inquiries con-
cerning the aquarium and its
charges, and to assist any resi-
dents who might be interested in
obtaining facsimiles.

P. S.—No fishing is allowed.

Police Notes

HERE are approximately 1,864
Tfoot patrolmen, 390 mounted
patrolmen, and 376 motorcycle
men assigned to traffic duty
out of the approximate 19,000 po-
licemen in the Department.

The Traffic Division is aided
by a system of 8,000 traffic sig-
nal lights, 643 dead end street
lights, and numerous bus stops,
right lane turns, hospital streets,
detours, one way streets, school
streets and play streets.

In operating the traffic light
system, 90 miles of under ground
cable, and 110 miles of aerial
cable are maintained.

The Police Department also

maintains 90,000 traffic signs and
approximately 1,000,000 feet of
white lines painted each year.
