The taxus
is distinguished for the sharp con-
trast in its bright new growings
with the old, darker ones and by
the fact that it grows slowly and
therefore will not have to be re-
planted for many years.

In the circular border around
the fountain and in the large
stone jars is Pittsburgh ivy, a
light green hardy plant which

the traditional English ivy be-
cause the latter needs rough stone
really to go places.

The Garden has been in a
year-to-year state of change and
experimentation ever since its be-
ginning. Now the lessons of the
past and a plan for the future
have combined to give it the rare
and restful charm that impresses
itself upon residents and guests.
