She is the girl who lived around
the corner back home and made
good. What is more, she made
good in a profession where the
going is as treacherous as walking
a tight-rope over Niagara Falls.
A great many American girls
would like to be opera singers.
One in a thousand knows what
it is like to stand on the per-

former’s side of the Met foot-
lights.

Now that she is there, Votipka
doesn’t have much time to sit

back and revel in the fact that
a life-long ambition has been real-
ized. She has seen too many
young singers flash across the
operatic sky for a season or two,
only to sink back into obscurity.
She won’t say so but one senses
that she feels that the qualities
which have put her where she is
will keep her there. She has a
sense of the solidity of her musi-
cal background as well as that
of her character.

Nothing was thrown in her lap
except a love of music and an
aptitude for singing. She was
born in Cleveland of Czecho-Slo-
vakian parents. Her mother and
father saw her through high
school and gave strong encourage-
ment to her talent. From then
on, her fate was pretty much in
her own hands—or vocal cords.

She put herself through the
Oberlin Conservatory of Music by
church singing, an occasional con-
cert engagement and teaching
young hopefuls the elements of
musical expression. From there
she went out to get practical
theatrical experience. She toured
in vaudeville, sang every sort of
part in small operetta or musical

comedy companies, went out on
one night stand concert engage-
ments.

This experience, she feels, far
from rendering her unfit for the
rarified atmosphere of grand
opera, gave her a confidence, an
assurance, a knowledge of audi-
ences that have been invaluable.

When her first big chance came
—an audition for the Chicago
Opera Company, then under the
benevolent patronage of Samuel
Insull—she won instant favor.
She had the voice, the proper
musical education, which in-
cluded a knowledge of French,
German and Italian, and stage
experience. She sang with the
Chicago company for three years.
The Insull crash came, a realign-
ment loomed. She decided to head
for New York.

Here, she continued studying,
picking up occasional engage-
ments. Last spring the new re-
gime at the Met sent out word

that it would welcome young
American singers. She answered
the call. Her engagement fol-
lowed.

She thinks the chances for
young American singers are

greater now than they ever have
been—if they can deliver. The
greatest drawback to their suc-
cess is the fact that the chances
for practical operatic experience
are slim. Few companies operate
outside the big cities. Young
singers with splendid voices and
adequate education often find
that these qualities are not enough
to enable them to make the grade
at the Met. Thrown into the
spotlight with seasoned veterans
they simply do not know enough
tricks of the trade. What tricks
they do know often as not, fade

from them in stage fright and a
wilting self-confidence.

Public interest in good music
has been given a tremendous im-
petus, Vopitka feels, through the
medium of the radio and screen
operettas. If the hurdle of high
box office prices could be sur-
mounted, the opera business would
boom, particularly on the road.
More American singers, more
operas sung in English would
contribute mightily to the renais-
sance. The new policy at the Met
is aiding this, but it needs to be
extended further; to the people
who at present haven't the chance
or the money to go to the opera.

She enjoys speculating upon
these larger problems, but there
really is not much she can do
about them. Her own work keeps
her too busy. She is married to
a business man. Their London
Terrace apartment looks out high
over Twenty-third Street to the
river.

In moments of relaxation she
likes to watch the liners moving
in and out of their berths. She
is not yet restless with her suc-
cess, but confesses that it is fun
to imagine riding a ship out of
port, bound for the famous opera
centers of Europe, there to know
the plaudits of old-world audi-
ences. For the present, however,
the Met suits her very well.

One thing she wants to do
that she has never done; sing
the role of Eva in “Die Meister-
singer.” One doesn’t doubt that
she shall.

From there they will be
taken to the Penthouse Club to be
sorted. Regular days will be set
aside for this work. A careful
record has been kept of the fam-
ilies to be aided; the number in
the home, ages, needs, sizes and
so on, so that the sorting and
distributing can be carried out
with efficiency and to the best
advantage of the most people.

All the cooperation possible is
needed for success in this ve.y
worthy undertaking. Contribu-
tions of clothing are, of course, of
paramount importance. More resi-
dents who are willing to give a
small amount of time each week
would be of great help.
