Avenue Coach Corp., which is a
subsidiary of the New York Rail-
ways Corp., after study of the
several bids, with this statement:

“Complete familiarity with

the territory and operating

experience of this company
assures the public of conve-
nient, safe and modern trans-
portation. Future expansion
or additional service for our
district, as it is required,
would be more easily obtained

if the Eighth Avenue Coach

Corp. and the New York

Railways Corp. are able to

include this line in their con-

solidated system.”

While the interchange of trans-
fers on intersecting lines is im-
portant, the advantages of elas-
ticity of bus operation under a

consolidated system cannot be
emphasized too strongly. One
merely has to point to the bus
operation in Chicago and the

great system in London, England,
where there is only one operating
company. With a unified system
in Manhattan, even considering
only the lines operated by the
New York Railways Corp., in con-
junction with the new Eighth and
Ninth Avenue line, a route such
as the following might be inaugu-
rated to connect the West 23rd
Street ferry terminal, the Penn-
sylvania Station and Grand Cen-
tral Station:
Starting at the West 23rd
Street ferries, through 23rd
Street to Eighth Avenue,
thence to 34th Street, pass-
ing the Pennsylvania Station,
through 34th Street and the
retail area to Fourth Avenue,
thence to Grand Central Sta-
tion.
This illustrates the flexibility
