History repeats itself with four

magie little numerals of suecess

HE dirigible “Hindenburgh,”

on its voyages of discovery—
as exemplified by the cover on this
month’s NEws—invariably gives
a passing salute to London Ter-
race. Its last trip just missed
coinciding with Columbus Day.
The Columbus Day visit would
have been triply coincidental—if
there is such a thing—because the
figures 1492 mean a lot more to
William A. White and Sons,
Managing Agents of London Ter-
race, than the year in which
Queen Isabella’s jewels went to
the hock shop in order to save
America from the Indians.

No matter how you spell four-
teen hundred and ninety two—
that way, or 1492 or one thou-
sand four hundred and ninety two
—it brings a fine gleam of satis-
faction into the eyes of Mr. Wil-
liam A. White and Sons. On the an-
niversary of the day in which Co-
lumbus cast anchor in the waters
of the Western Hemisphere for
the first time, Terrace lease num-
ber 1492 for the year of 1936-37
was signed, sealed and delivered.

Accordingly Miss Blake
found herself doing feature work
for the Detroit “Press,” whither
she had gone from her Chicago
home. She had, of course, never
entertained any idea but to write
for a living since her cradle had
been festooned with typewriter
ribbon, but she had expected a
little longer pull for recognition.

From then on she has never
stopped, turning out feature stuff,
articles for women’s magazines,
novels, mystery stories. ‘Seed-
time and Harvest,” a novel of the
Scandinavians of northern Michi-
gan, she likes to consider as a seri-
ous bid for enduring fame. It was
finely received and she is working
on a companion piece.

She is not one to put all her
soup stock into one stew, however,
so she is not passing up any bets.

That is one reason why she came
to New York, although breaking
the ties of the middle west was
like knocking the props out from
under a railroad trestle. New
York is absolutely necessary, she
thinks, for the contacts she wants.
Now that she’s here she likes it,
can’t imagine why she ever
thought she wouldn’t.

She’s done pretty well so far—
landed a series of assignments
with a national magazine weekly
and is one of the editors for a
new feature section of a Phila-
delphia Sunday newspaper. One or
two more like that will furnish
her with the repose and peace of
mind necessary to do the sort of a
job she wants to accomplish with
her new novel. Like many modern
authors, she doesn’t believe that

and newspapers spoils the writer
for serious work. The security
that comes from a regular pay-
check is worth any amount of
frenzied starving for art’s sake,
in her opinion.
