In
a community the size of ours, there are bound
to be numerous duplications of names, so that
this job of the Mail Clerk’s, while conducted
with the utmost efficiency, results in a slight de-
lay in receiving mail. If you wish to eliminate
the pause at the Mail Room, notify your cor-
respondents of your exact Building street number.

House Phones

As regards your house phone, it should be
remembered that it is hooked up for intra-Ter-
race calls only. It is connected with the Terrace
switchboard and may be used without charge
for communication between other apartments, all
service departments, store and restaurant con-
cessions and for connection with two off-premise
garages—Excelsior Automotive Service and Long-
acre Garage.

The switchboard downstairs can
receive outside calls, but it cannot connect these
calls with apartment house phones. If you have
a private phone, you may leave your number
with the switchboard operator if you wish, and
it will be given to people calling in from the
outside.

With these few hints as a starter, we’ll leave
our new residents to the pleasure of discovering
for themselves the many qualities of service and
recreation which make living at the Terrace an
unique experience. It won’t take them long, we
are sure, and we trust they are looking forward,
as we are, to many months of a pleasant existence
among us,

The purpose of the School, a state-chartered
elementary, kindergarten and nursery philan-
thropic institution, is to engage the daytime hours
of pre-grade school children, as well as the spare
time of older pupils. The children, for the most
part, come from families of working parents and
are of French descent, although others are ac-
cepted if it can be done without overcrowding.

Ecole has found a real place in our commu-
nity life. Mme. Fregosi gives great credit to
Wm. A. White & Sons, Managing Agent for
London Terrace, for its contribution to the hap-
piness of the School by making available to the
pupils occasional use of the Garden, the Pool,
and other on-premise facilities. Another link to
the Terrace was added this year when resident
Dr. B. M. Shalette appointed attendant
physician in charge of the health of the children.
The latter have made their contribution by taking
part in the annual Christmas entertainment and
other Terrace activities.

FTER a full day's work of taking pictures,

A recognized x-ray technician, Miss Bernhardt
is associated with one of the largest hospitals in
' New York City. As a young girl she wanted to
- study medicine or nursing, but parental objec-
- tions overruled her desires and she went into
museum work, becoming a specialist in old en-
| oravings and lace. In her first years in New York
. she was with Cooper Union and the Newark Mu-
. seum, but she never forgot her urge for the
. medical profession and finally took the leap into
x-ray and has been at it ever since.
Some years ago she became interested in pho-

tography as a leisure pursuit. She would load
up her camera and go strolling about the city
shooting street scenes, views of Central Park
and the like. As she became more and more
interested she took it up seriously, studying un-
der two of the top-notchers—Ghislain Lootens
and Adolf Fassbender. Word of her proficiency
oot noised around the hospital and before long
she was being drafted to take pictures of doctors,
internes and nurses.

Her “victims,” as she called them, were so
enthusiastic over the results that she conceived
the idea of going into the business profess:onally.

“Love me, love my dog,” is an
ancient witticism, but it has its
own basis of sound reasoning
which is properly taken into ac-
count around the Terrace.

facilities for light, heat and water
supply. Her apartment looks out
over Twenty-third Street, the
sweep of lower Manhattan and
the river—a view, which for busi-
ness purposes, can be shut off at
will by heavy window draw cur-
tains.

[n turning from casual photog-
raphy to portrait work, Miss
Bernhardt has endeavored to
maintain the more desirable of
the “amateur” qualities—fresh-
ness, informality and lack of
stiffness. If the conventional rules
don’t seem to fit the subject, she
forgets about them. If a man,
for instance, habitually carries a
pipe in his mouth she believes that
he neither looks nor feels natural
without it. The pipe is included
in the picture in the accustomed
place; subdued, of course, by
lighting so that it doesn’t domi-
nate the portrait. She does very
little retouching, managing the
desired effects as completely as
possible by lighting. It’s been her
experience, by the way, that men
are every bit as fussy about their
pictures as women. They have
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been known to bring along large
collections of spare neckties and
jackets in order to be fully
equipped for satisfactory results.

Another somewhat unconven-
tional practice of Miss Bern-
hardt’s is her method of getting
the sitter to feel at ease before
the actual picture taking starts.
A little informal conversation, a
snack of food or refreshment re-
laxes the guests and makes them
feel at home. It also gives Miss
Bernhardt the opportunity for a
quick study of mannerisms and
facial expressions. If she sees
that her subject has a natural
habit of holding his head to the
right, she won’t attempt to pose
him with it to the left. Pictures
on the wall and other objects are
important, too, she thinks, because
they give the sitter something to
look at and be interested in, so
that he won’t have to try to man-
ufacture an expression while star-
ing at a blank screen.

She disagrees with the photo-
graphic theory, also, which insists
that the subject be standardized
as much as possible. A high fore-

head or a turned-up nose often
are characteristic features of a
personality and she believes that
they should be present in a good

portrait. She doesn’t emphasize
unusual facial characteristics, of
course, but neither does she think
they should be obliterated com-
pletely to give the face the effect
of perfect proportions. In her
opinion, too much “normalizing”
tends to dcstr()_\' character.

Your reporter is no expert on
photography, but these theories
of Miss Berahardt’s seem to
make sense and the samples she
showed of her portraits indicated
that they achieved excellent re-
sults. As between x-ray work and
photography she wouldn’t com-
mit herself as to preference,
stating that each is equally ab-
sorbing, one in a scientific and
the other in an artistic way.

And it’s fairly obvious that in
her two occupations, Miss Bern-
hardt enjoys a good opportunity
of getting to know people—inside
and out.
