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CHELSEA THROUGH THE CENTURIES

HE 'Chelsea district, of

which we are ‘proud to be a
part, has had an interesting, col-
orful history. A hundred years
or so before the American Revo-
lution, most of now
Chelsea was contained in a land
grant issue through Royal Pat-
ents by Sir Edmund Andros to
Jacob Teunis Somerendyke. Sev-
enty years later, Somerendyke
sold it to Captain
Clarke, retired British army of-
ficer, who built his home on what
