A LOOK AT LIBERIA

Episcopal Church Bishop of that

country takes us on a short trip

that covers a lot of territory

OUR rambling interviewer must have

caught the travel fever last month, because
after exploring Costa Rica for you, this issue
finds us on the West Coast of Africa. Our com-
panion and guide is the Rt. Rev. Leopold Kroll,
Bishop of Liberia. The Bishop has spent twenty-
five years of his adult life in foreign mission
work of the Protestant Episcopal Church and
has just returned after two years in Liberia in
order to attend the Church’s triennial convention
to be held in Kansas City.

Ocean travel being what it is these war days,
the only accommodations available to him and
his wife for the trip from Africa were on a
freighter. Staterooms on the ship measured six
by eight feet and the passengers’ dining room did
double duty as living room between meals. With
space in a Terrace apartment now in which to
stretch out their sea legs, they are relaxing and
enjoying the benefits of metropolitan existence.
The Bishop feels very much at home here be-
cause if he looks far enough out his window
down Tenth Avenue he can see the Theological
Seminary which he attended more than forty
years ago. If he goes uptown to Amsterdam
Avenue and 151st Street he will be on the spot
where he was born in what was then the town
of Carmensville.

B'shop Kroll's first experience with mission
work was among the Oneida Indians who had
migrated to Wisconsin near Green Bay. Sub-
sequently he spent fifteen years in the Hawaiian
Islands and seven years as Dean of Trinity
Cathedral, Port au Prince, Haiti.

As he sits and talks in a deeply resonant
voice he creates a word picture of life in Liberia,
supplemented later by the showing of numerous
photographs. Liberia, in case you don’t know,
is one of two independent negro republics in the
world today. The other is Haiti. Over a hun-
dred years ago a boatload of freed American
slaves migrated to Liberia and there set up a
self-government patterned after that of the
United States. Problems of government are
many, one reason being the difficulty of travel

between the coast and the interior, where there
are numerous tribes speaking different dialects
and keeping up their own customs and modes
of living.

Although the Liberian government is building
roads it is a process involving time and money
and in the meantime travel into the interior is
slow and uncomfortable. Porters transport sup-
plies in hammock-like contraptions which four
of them support and carry—one man at each of
the four ends. Food, bedding, cooking utensils
and other accessories must be carried on the
trips. Sleeping quarters are provided in native
houses by village chiefs who always give the
travelers a warm welcome. The Bishop has been
present occasionally at tribal dances, many of

which thousands of natives have come for heal-
ing of tropical diseases such as yaws, leprosy, ul-
cers and other afflictions.

To get at the eradication of these diseases edu-
cation is necessary and here also the missionary
carries on. Day and boarding schools financed
by the government have been established, where
in addition to religion and book education the
children learn economics, farming and various
crafts. In schools also,
trained for medical and educational work. The
supply of nurses and teachers is far behind the
need for them and because the climate of the
West African Coast makes long sojourns by
white people almost impossible, men and women
of the negro race are educated to become the
teachers and nurses for their own people.
