A W.V.S. Classes Start

Registrations come in rapidly for

local unit of national organization

RGANIZATION of the London Terrace

Unit of the American Women’s Voluntary
Services, Inc., proceeded rapidly and efliciently
through the month of August. Registration for
the numerous free courses offered went ahead in
the Penthouse Club and will continue indefinitely
during the fall. At the time of writing, upwards
of two hundred Terrace women had answered
the call to service by enrolling and more are
coming in every day.

The New York Post recently explained the
purposes of the AW.V.S. as follows: “The
women of America, well aware of what the
women of Britain were doing for home defense,
were clamoring for a place in the preparedness
picture when Mrs. Alice Trockmorton McLean
returned from England eighteen months ago to
offer them just such an opportunity. After actu-
ally serving with the British Women’s Voluntary
Services in London, Mrs. Mcl.ean was sure
their magnificent work could be duplicated here.
By word of mouth only, she issued the call; and
since that time 16,000 women throughout the
country have responded.

“The American Women’s Voluntary Services
is no war time expedient. The aim is a perma-
nent program, preparing women for any disaster,
no matter how it’s caused. It might be a flood
in Ohio tomorrow, a factory fire in New Jersey,
an earthquake in California—or any epidemic.
There’s always a demand for first aid and sal-
vage workers. This kind of national defense
means defense anywhere. After completion of
courses, which run from eight to twelve weeks,
graduates are awarded A.W.V.S. certificates.
Every effort is made to cooperate with estab-
lished organizations such as the Red Cross and
classes are planned so as not to duplicate ser-
vices already being offered in given communities.
The emphasis is clearly on efficiency.”

In Washington, D. C., the A.W.V.S. has estab-
lished an outdoor cafeteria to serve lunch to ex-
cess personnel in the War and Navy departments.
Between 1,200 and 1,300 clerks are daily pat-
ronizing the cold lunch bar, staffed by Army and
Navy wives and others who have completed the
A.W.V.S. nutrition course. (A similar course
will be given right here at LLondon Terrace.)

Our Unit is headed by the following residents:

Post, treasurer; Mrs. Moe Turman, chairman
of Ways and Means; Miss Elizabeth Kelly, co-
chairman of Ways and Means; Mrs. Irving Nu-
rick, chairman of Public Relations; Mrs. Minna
Westerfield, chairman of Receptionists; Miss
Frances Cahill, co-chairman of Receptionists;
Mrs. Carl Gazely, chairman of Classes; Mrs.
Julian R. Quinn, chairman of Relief, Knitting
and Sewing; Miss Eileen Kavanagh, chairman
of Motor Transportation; Miss Doris Kavanagh,
co-chairman of Motor Transportation; Mrs. Fred
W. Brewer, chairman of Clerical Force.

First class to get under way was one in First
Aid, under the direction of resident William W.
Bailey, Red Cross trained instructor. It started
on the evening of Monday, August 18th, and is
meeting twice a week. Another evening First
Aid class is being enrolled to start in October to
take care of those who didn’t sign up in time
for the first one. Additional First Aid classes
will be formed for afternoon instruction.

Other classes being organized for instruction
on Terrace premises include one in Physical In-
struction with both morning and afternoon classes,
under the direction of Miss Dorothy Philips, who
is in charge of our exercise and massage studio
in the Gymnasium; Diet and Nutrition; Air Raid
Precaution; Home Nursing and Spanish. Ar-
rangements are being made also for courses in
Motor Repairs at various local garages.

Courses which will be held at A.W.V.S. head-
quarters at 7 East 51st Street and elsewhere in
the city are those in Photography, Map Reading,
Recreational Therapy, Child Guidance, Teletyp-
ing, Code Practice, P B X training and Aero-
nautics.

Information concerning all these courses and
others to be formed can be obtained from recep-
tionists on duty from 2:00 to 4:00 and 7:00 to
9:00 P. M. in the Penthouse Club.
