St. Peter's Repairs Completed

HIS month marks the re-opening of historic

St. Peter’s Church, the main portion of
which has been under extensive repairs since
February, 1941. Terrace residents and other

Chelseans are cheered by the news that once
more this fine neighborhood house of worship,

back

whose history goes well over a century,
has been restored to complete service to the

community. The official re-consecration will take
place on the evening of Michaelmas, September
29th, at eight o’clock in the evening, with Bishop
Manning conducting the ceremonies.
Resumption of regular Sunday services will
take place on October 4th. On the preceding
Sunday, September 27th, the church will be open
that Sunday hourly
thanksgiving will be said and the

for public inspection. On
prayers of
ancient bell in the clock tower will be rung at
intervals throughout the day.

The successful completion of the repairs was
made possible by the generous contributions of

the many friends of the church. A fund of $15,-
000 had to be raised to do the work on the ceiling
and roof. This fund was complete within a year
after the campaign to raise it was begun with a
dinner in the Terrace King Arthur Restaurant
on the 110th anniversary of the parish. Former
friends and members of the congregation from as
tar away as India, Australia and South America,
as well as all parts of the United States and
Hawaii, joined with local people to contribute
the money which would restore the world-famous
church to fully active service.

The original decorations which have made the
church known as one of the most beautiful in
America, have been completely restored, so that
the edifice now stands as a living link with the
tradition of Chelsea. The Reverend R.A.D.
Beaty, rector, extends a cordial invitation to all
Terrace residents and their friends to come and
inspect the church and join in its regular ser-
vices as well as the re-consecration ceremonies.

He has raised
a family of three children—two

girls and a boy—now grown up
and married, and he admits that
a very great deal went out of
his life when his wife died two
vears ago. He has the frank—
some might call it cynical—at-
titude of the practical
toward war.

was to own a vineyard and when,
by dint of hard work and saving,
the family accumulated $800.00,
they went to California and
bought up forty acres near the
boundaries of San Benito and
Santa Clara Counties. That was
the foundation of the Cribari
vineyards, which now comprise
close to 1,000 acres.

Benjamin is dead now, and
only two of the sons are left.
One of them died in service dur-
ing the first World War, the
other only recently. Grandsons
are coming along, however, so
that the tradition that has put
the Cribari trademarks, “Sonnie
Boy,” “San Benito” and “Saint
Clare” high on the preferred list
of sound, good wines is being car-
ried on through a third genera-
tion.

That is the story Major Um-
pleby tells with great relish—the
sort of thing he believes has
made America great and worth
fighting for. He can step from
his office into the high-ceilinged
vat rooms, where tens of thou-
sands of gallons of wine are
piped from tank cars into huge
casks, there to go through the
“settling” and perfection process
before they are bottled. Good
wine cannot be turned out on an
assembly line basis. Each batch
has its own peculiar temperament
and characteristics and must be
given personal attention and care
by experienced vintners. And
when you come back from your
tour of inspection, there is samp-
ling to be taken care of, with
Major Umpleby doing the honors
and Anthony Cribari coming in
to ask how you like it.

Some years ago, the Major
staked himself out a couple
hundred acres of farm land in
Ulster County, New York. He
spends his week-ends there and
rents out the cultivating privi-
leges. When the time comes for
him to retire, he’s going back to
the land for keeps, he says, but
you can’t help wondering what
the word “retirement” means to
a man as active as the Major.
Maybe he himself doesn’t quite
know, either.
