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OLD-TIME GANGS
N 1871 Old Chelsea was the

seene of one of the bloodiest
riots in New York history. Fit-
tingly, it was during the regime
of ‘“Jubilee Jim’’ Fisk, that
one hectic period which stands
out so conspicuously in the
ordinarily peaceful annals of
this region.

But, to grasp its full signifi-
cance, and understand how
such a massacre as that which
occurred on July 12 of that
year could be possible, it is
necessary to trace back the his-
tory of gangdom in New York,
which marks a colorful, though
not particularly creditable trail
through the record of the city.

Gangs, in New York, really
had their foundation in condi-
tions which existed in the city
125 years ago when the city
and the nation were in the
throes of a depression beside
which our current economic
difficulties are pale.

During 1807 and 1808, the
peculiar combination of pro-
longed inclemency of weather
and the unsettled condition of
foreign affairs caused business
to be virtually suspended in

New York.

Unemployment Parades

There were parades and
demonstrations by the unem-
ployed in City Hall Park, with
vociferous demands for bread
and work. The authorities be-
came so alarmed at the temper
of the mobs that they made an
appropriation for filling the
Collect Pond, which covered a
large area in the vicinity of
where the Tombs prison is to-
day, and draining the marsh
lands on the outskirts of the
city, the purpose being, of
course, to provide work for the
unemployed.

Great gangs of workers lev-
eled the hills east and west of
Broadway, and the earth was
dumped into the pond, as the

waters drained off through
canals along the East and
North Rivers.

After this work was com-
pleted, the entire area was

thrown open to settlers. Saloons
and gambling houses sprang up

Now that the championship tourna-
ments are over for some months to come,
a series of monthly tournaments has been
launched, with all players classified into
two divisions. Each class has its own tour-
nament each month and prize cups are
awarded for each, in both auection and
contract.

Two sessions are held every week, each
Tuesday and Thursday night. The aue-
tion tournaments are held on Tuesday
and the contract on Thursday
nights. Any player qualifies for the prize
cups who plays at least three sessions dur-
ing the month. But all players are wel-
come to play in the sessions at any time,
whether they play four times a month or
only once. The player who competes the
minimum of three sessions has just as
good a chance to win the prizes as the
players who attend every session. Awards
are made on the basis of averages, instead
of total mateh points.

Seasonal Trophies

In addition to the monthly prizes, a
seasonal trophy has been put up in both
auction and contract. This trophy will be
awarded to the player or team having the
highest average over a period covering the
next four months. During this period there
will be a total of 17 sessions in auction and
the same number in contract. To qualify
for these trophies it will be necessary for
the player or team to play in at least 10
of the 17 sessions. These seasonal trophies
are large, handsome cups, well worth the
effort extended to win them, and will more
truly represent the championship ealiber
of the winners than any other.

A promotion system has been inaugur-
ated, likewise, which provides for monthly
elevation of the top players in Class B to
Class A, so that there is always an incen-
tive for improvement in play.

All Tournaments Open

Under the new system a charge of 50
cents per session is made for residents and
75 cents for their guests. Kach tourna-
that is, both resi-
dents and guests may play—and every en-
trant, whether a resident or not, is eligible
for the trophies.

Many new players have been coming to
the recent sessions, but there are still
many bridge players in the Terrace who
are not taking advantage of these pleasant
evenings of diversion.

For those who prefer not to enter the
tournaments, there are always tables and
the other necessary equipment available
for either ‘‘set’’ or progressive games.
