But that’ll be a cinch
for him. He’s used to it. His
career has been made up of one

success after another in this line.

Educated at Newburgh Acad-
emy and Manhattan College, he
kept right on in athletics after l)c’
left school. From 1908 to 1912
he played professional baseball in
the Eastern League, but quit to
become playground director for
the Parks and Playgrounds Asso-
ciation of New York, in charge of
promoting and organizing play.

In 1914, he resigned to take the
athletic directorship for Pratt In-
stitute, where he taught physical
education, coached and promoted
recreative games. In 1915, he was
appointed supervisor of recreation
for Brooklyn, where he supervised
all the field work as well as the
organization of boys’ clubs
throughout the borough, until
1918 when he was appointed army
athletic director at Camp Mills,
Garden City, N. Y. Two years
later he coached the U. S. Army
track and field team for the 1920
Olympics.

Then he was athletic director at
Manhattan College, his old alma
mater and later coached football
and basketball at Freeport high
school. Last year, he was assist-
ant manager of the St. George
swimming pool in Brooklyn. Now
the Terrace has been fortunate
enough to secure his services. Mr.
Brennan has a big program mapped
out for keeping Terrace residents
happy and expects to have it going
at top speed from the moment the

swimming pool opens.
